The Association of Southeast Asian Nations or ASEAN was founded on 8 August 1967 in
Bangkok, with the signing of the ASEAN Declaration (Bangkok Declaration). Currently there
are ten member countries, namely Brunei Darussalam, Cambodia, Indonesia, Laos, Malaysia,
Myanmar, The Philippines, Singapore, Thailand, and Vietnam. In 2003, the ASEAN leaders
unanimously resolved that an ASEAN Community shall be established. Member countries
hope that ASEAN will be a region of peace and neutrality, together with being able to both
mutually and jointly solve any dispute, peacefully ease any conflict, and liberalize trade at the
regional level.
